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BEAR HUNTERS HARVEST STANDS AT
SEVENTH HIGHEST SO FAR

HARRISBURG - Pennsylvania Game Commission prelimi-
nary bear harvest figures show that 3,023 bears were
checked by agency personnel at official check stations
during the first three days of the ongoing four-day
statewide season (Nov. 19-23). Last year, in a three-day
season with a Saturday opener, 2,815 bears were har-
vested.

So far, the state’s incomplete bear harvest of 3,023 pre-
liminarily ranks as the seventh highest statewide har-
vest. However, bears taken in the five-day statewide
bear archery season (Nov. 14-18) and to be taken in the
upcoming extended bear seasons in certain Wildlife
Management Units (WMUs) will increase this prelimi-
nary statewide bear harvest total. The two largest
total bear harvests were recorded in 2005 (4,164 bears
taken) and 2009 (3,512).

Preliminary total bear harvest figures — including the
ongoing extended bear seasons — are expected the
week of Dec. 5. Official total bear harvest figures for
all seasons won't be available until early 2012, after a
thorough review of all bear harvest reports.

The preliminary three-day bear harvest by Wildlife
Management Unit was as follows: WMU 1A, 12; WMU
1B, 51; WMA 2A, 2; WMA 2B, 1; WMU 2C, 186; WMU
2D, 134; WMU 2E, 60; WMU 2F, 305; WMU 2G, 953;
WMU 3A, 295; WMU 3B, 320; WMU 3¢, 92; WMU 3D,
222; WMU 4A, 69; WMU 4B, 57; WMU 4C, 71; WMU 4D,
157; WMU 4E, 34; WMA 5A, 1; and WMU 5B, 1.

The top 10 bears processed at check stations, so far, all
had estimated live weights that exceeded 629 pounds.
Jonathan E. Byler, of Ulysses, harvested the largest bear,
which was a male that weighed in at 746 pounds (esti-
mated live weight). The bear was taken in Ulysses
Township, Potter County, at 1:45 p.m. on Nov. 19.

Other large bears (all estimated live weights) included:
a 734-pound male, taken by Steven Camasta, of
Lakeview, in Salem Township, Wayne County, on Nov.
19; a 733-pound male, taken by John J. Hennick, of
Cambiria, in Bell Township, Clearfield County, on Nov.
19; a 729-pound male, taken by William Simpson, of
East Brady Township, in Highland Township, Elk County
on Nov. 21; a 714-pound male, taken by Timothy Kiser,

of Karns City, in Bradys Bend Township, Armstrong
County on Nov. 19; a 706-pound male, taken by Paul
Hoyt, of Levittown, in Lehigh Township, Wayne County
on Nov. 19; a 678-pound male, taken by Matthew
Romano, of Conshohocken, in Fox Township, Sullivan
County, on Nov. 19; a 677-pound male, taken by Todd
Dwyer of Dallas, in Davidson Township, Sullivan County,
on Nov. 22; a 675-pound male, taken by Sheldon
Weyant of Penn, in Porter Township, Jefferson County
on Nov. 21; and a 660-pound male, taken by Dale
Kobal, of Warrior Run Township, in Nanticoke, Luzerne
County on Nov. 21.

After three days of the four-day season, the top bear
harvest county in the state remained Potter with 274.
Other counties rounding out the top five are:
Lycoming, 268; Tioga, 241; McKean, 186; and Clinton,
158.

County harvests by region for the first three days of the
ongoing four-day season are:

Cameron, 92; Centre, 88; and Union, 24.

Southcentral: Bedford, 51; Huntingdon, 51; Mifflin,
27; Juniata, 21; Blair, 16; Fulton, 13; Perry, 11; Snyder, 9;
Franklin, 8; and Cumberland, 2.

Northeast: Sullivan, 120; Wayne, 95; Pike, 86; Monroe,
50; Luzerne, 48; Bradford, 45; Susquehanna, 32;
Wyoming, 26; Carbon, 24; Lackawanna, 16; Columbia,
11; and Northumberland, 1.

Southeast: Dauphin, 24; Schuylkill, 17; Lebanon, 10;
Northampton, 1; and Lehigh, 1.

Court Strikes Blow to
Sustainable-Use

Conservation of Polar Bears

The U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia
recently ruled against SCl's challenges to the U.S. Fish
and Wildlife Service’s 2008 polar bear import ban. The
FWS imposed the ban when it listed the polar bear as
threatened under the Endangered Species Act. This
import ban has dried up the critical conservation bene-
fits in Canada created by U.S. hunters, who bring much
needed funds to remote arctic communities. These
funds help make the bear even more valuable to the
local people and governments, who then support sus-
tainable-use conservation of the polar bears. In his
October 18, 2011 Opinion upholding the ban, the
Judge seemed determined to agree with the Service's
decision no matter what. The Court simply ignored
several of SClI's strongest arguments against the legality
of the import ban. SCl is confident that the battle to
restore polar bear imports and the conservation bene-
fits that flow from them is far from over. SCl is consid-
ering its appeal options.

Reminder: Report Your PA Harvest

Please remember to report your harvest of a white-tailed deer, wild turkey, bobcat and/or fisher. Every
time a hunter or trapper reports his or her harvest to the Pennsylvania Game Commission, wildlife man-
agement in the Commonwealth gets better. You have two options to report your harvest: either using the
agency’s new Interactive Voice Response harvest reporting telephone system, or by filling out an online
harvest report in the Pennsylvania Automated License System (PALS). Regardless of which way you choose
to report, you can expect the process to be easy to follow and complete. Have your Customer
Identification Number (hunting license number) and field harvest tag information with you before you
engage either system. You may report multiple harvests in one call or website visit.

Turn in a Poacher

The Pennsylvania Game Commission has established a "Turn-In-a-Poacher" program to strengthen the
Commonwealth's efforts to apprehend people who are suspected of killing threatened or endangered species or
big game animals, and a witness report was instrumental in securing a successful conviction. You can get involved
by either calling a toll-free-telephone number - 1-888-PGC-8001 - or filling out a "TIP" Reporting Form.

The TIP program was authorized by the General Assembly as part of a legislative package to deter crimes against
wildlife. The act authorizes the Game Commission to increase by $500, fines against individuals convicted of killing
threatened or endangered species or unlawfully taking big game animals. That money is then placed in a special
fund from which $250 will be used to pay the individual providing the "tip," as long as the district justice imposes
the additional $500 fine. The additional fine money will be used to maintain the TIP Hotline.

Just Do It Calls to the TIP telephone number are always answered by a secure recording device. Tips submitted
using the new on-line reporting system will be delivered electronically to a special email account in the agency's
Bureau of Wildlife Protection. Access to the recording device and e-mail account is limited to ensure confidentiali-
ty and program integrity. Both methods of reporting are available to the public 24 hours a day, seven days a
week.

People who provide "tips" can choose to remain completely anonymous, particularly if you're not interested in a
reward for your efforts to help wildlife and fight criminal activity against it. But if you would like to claim a
reward you're entitled to, you'll have to provide a way for the agency to let you know that your information led
to the successful prosecution of the accused individual and that
the reward is yours.

Information about other crimes against wildlife - the illegal har-
vest of a single deer, bear or elk, crimes on state game lands,
etc. - is still of great interest to the Game Commission, but
should be reported to the appropriate agency Region Office
serving the county in which the violation(s) occurred.
Remember, every time another individual gets involved with
reporting crimes against wildlife and wild places,
Pennsylvania's great outdoors improves.

Hunters Sharing
The Harvest

Hunters Sharing The Harvest,(HSH), is Pennsylvania’s charitable venison donation pro-
gram for hunters who share their extra venison via a statewide network of participating butchers to
Food Banks across Pennsylvania. HSH participating butchers, who are paid for their services through
monetary donations, coordinate the meat deliveries and work with local food banks. The food banks
redistribute the venison to more than 4,000 local food assistance provider organizations such as food
pantries, missions, homeless shelters, Salvation Army facilities and churches, as well as needy families.

There are 1.4 million families in the State of Pennsylvania in need of assistance.

HSH provides an excess of 750,000 meals annually to help feed the hungry.
